This shall be summarized by the Division AP Coordinator and will be presented
during the quarterly convergence of the Division Coordinators during the Quarterly
Regional CLMD-CID convergence.

1. In accordance with DepEd Order No. 12, s. 2025, which provides the Multi-
Year Implementing Guidelines on the School Calendar and Activities for the Revised
K to 12 Basic Education Curriculum, this Memorandum outlines the Official Araling
Panlipunan Calendar of Activities for School Year 2025-2026.

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stated above. This will be presented during the Quarterly CLMD-CID convergence
meeting.

Partnerships with
communities and stakeholders are highly encouraged at all levels.
